KILLINGLY XTLLER 30 and 18 miles ZE2 4
Start: A & P, Route 12, Danielson, Conn.

This 13 a typical Eastern Connecticut ride--vicious hills,
thrilling descents, magnificent rursl countryside, and
excellent roads., Ballouville is a shabby but fascinating
mill village with a fine 1ittle dam just north of town.
Nerth of Ballouvills the road parallels the Five Mile
River in a delightful run--savor it before it ends
abruptly with the toughest climb o6n the ride. East Kill-
ingly is another old milltown. Yote the grim yet intri-
cate Victorian architecturs of these mills,

18 miles: At the fork of Bailey Hill Rd. and Slater Hill
Ré., Jjust south of East Xillingly, bear right on Slater
Ei1l. Follow dotted route to Cranberry Bog Rd. and turn
right.

Alternate route (.7 mile dirt): If you don't mind
tackling a stretch of dirt road, this alternate route
passes a cluster of lovely ponds. Instead of turning
right into East Killingly, continue straight down the
steep hill., CAUTION: TAXE IT EASY ON THIS HILL--THE
ROAD TUKNS TO DIRT AT THE BOTTOM. The alternate route
is just under two miles longer than the regular route.
