Starting at scenic Fort Adams State Park (site of the Newport-
JVC Jazz Festival} the ride follows Ocean drive past Brenton State
Park, the by the various mansions and Salva Regina Colilege. The
Hammersmith Farm Estate, along the route, was used as the
summer White house during the Kennedy era. The middle porticn
of the ride passes First and second beaches, Purgatory Chasm &
the Norman Bird Sanctuary. The upper route takes you to Island
Park, then by the Mt. Hope and Sakonnet River Bridges. An
optional side route goes through the salt marshes & waters of
Common Fence Point. On the way back, enjoy the views as you
Pass under the Newport Bridge.
